| hope that everyone is
enjoying this Spring-like
weather. | just wanted to
remind you that with this
weather the sun gets warmer
(we hope anyway © ) and
the bugs get buggier.

With these things in mind, |
also wanted to remind you
that if you feel your child
requires bug spray and/or
sunblock during the school
day that a Doctor’s order wiill
be needed and parental
permission required. You
would have to supply the
bug spray and/or sunblock
and these items would be
kept in the nurse’s office.
When necessary, your child
would then come to the
nurse’s office and the nurse
would apply as directed.

| know this may seem
extreme to some, but please
remember that these policies
are implemented for the
safety of all individuals in
school. There may be others
with certain allergies and/or
disorders that can be
severely affected by certain
chemicals in these products.

Parents of current 2nd
graders: Just an FYI to let
you know that it is state
mandated that all 3d
graders have a current
physical on file from your
child’s physician. Thisis a
friendly reminder to start
sending those physical
forms in, or calling your
child’s physician to
schedule an appointment,
so that they will be ready
for 3d grade of the
upcoming school year. |
understand, that this may
not happen over the
summer, but even if you
send in a note letting me
know the date of your
child’s future appointment,
| can file that temporarily.

Parents of current 5t
graders: You should have
received the letters from
the school nurse at
Overlook Middle school
reminding you that current
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physicals are needed
prior to entering 6t
grade. These were sent
home with your child
during the week of May
18th,

Last, but not least:

Many of you are already
aware, but there have
been several cases of
Conjunctivitis aka “Pink
Eye” going throughout
the school. Letters were
sent home with general
information. Also, we
have recently had
several cases of Fifth’s
Disease. This rash
appears as though a
child was “slapped” in
the face (both cheeks),
and a lacey red rash on
arms/ legs and
sometimes trunk/torso. It
is a mild rash illness that
occurs most commonly in
children. The rash is not
contagious, and the
child may be in school.
The only mild concern
would be to pregnant
women.
