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PRINCIPALôS NEWS: Learner Expectations 
 

Every student who receives an Oakmont Regional High School diploma, in addition to passing the MCAS 
requirements and earning 26 credits, has also demonstrated proficiency in critical thinking, communication, 
responsibility, decision-making, and good citizenship.  We are required, and should, notify students and

faculty, information technology department and Rediker to develop a report card format that is user friendly 
for students, parents and teachers.  We have had discussions about how to assess these expectations and the 
best way to report that data.  At the close of Semester I our teachers participated in a pilot in which they 
unofficially assessed students in these areas.  Some teachers are able to assess multiple expectations, while 
some only one, depending on the content area and course they teach.  We will collect teacher feedback about 
the process, modify the process if necessary, review the rubrics used to assess the expectations, and report 
student progress at the close of Semester II in June. 
 
We have developed rubrics for each of our Learner Expectations.  In the area of Citizenship, students are 
expected to demonstrate an understanding of the responsibilities of citizenship, of their rights and the rights 
of others, and respectfully participate in their community.  To meet the expectations for Communication, 
students have been able to express a clearly written or oral position or answer to a problem or question, 
logically organize their communication, use effective tone and vocabulary, proper grammar and mechanics, 
and incorporate appropriate technology.  The expectations for Critical Thinking focus on reading, listening and 
research skills.  Students have demonstrated the ability to synthesize and analyze information and express a 
supported judgement based on that information.  To meet the Decision Making standard the student has been 
able to prioritize goals and identify actions and practices that have positive results on body and mind, and 
have considered future consequences.   Responsible students have demonstrated flexibility, the ability to work 
independently and collaboratively, they have been able to choose and utilize appropriate technology for the 
task at hand in a safe, ethical and effective manner.
